ADMISSION CRITERIA:




The admissions in Undergraduate program are given by Central Admission Committee,
Gujarat State every year on the basis of merits of standard 12", provided candidates
should have secured more than 50% marks in theory and practical examinations in
standard 12".

In a Postgraduate program, admissions are given by Gujarat University every year on the
basis of Open Entrance Tests. Candidate having Bachelor’s Degree in Physiotherapy
from a recognized University and a College recognized by Indian Association of
Physiotherapists is eligible to appear for Entrance Test

ABOUT COLLEGE:

The college has a separate building of 20,000 sg.feet with a service of full fledged
Physiotherapy Department. The college and the department are attached to Sheth Vadilal
Sarabhai General Hospital which is attached to Sheth K.M. School of Post Graduate and
NHL Municipal Medical College. Basic medical sciences like Anatomy, Physiology,
Biochemistry etc are taught by expert faculty from NHL Municipal Medical College.
Practical training to the students is imparted in the Physiotherapy Department which is
running in the same building and attached to Sheth Vadilal Sarabhai General Hospital
which is run by Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation

COLLEGE LIBRARY:
The college has its separate library with more than 800 books. Students are provided

facilities to utilize the Central Library of NHL Medical College. College has subscribed
foreign journals from America, Australia, Canada etc
